Call to Order/Roll Call

Chair, G. Evans called the meeting to order at 3:03 p.m.  There was a quorum present.

On motion of B. Ash, second by T. Reische, the commission approved payment of the April 2015 claims, motion carried by roll call vote. (5-0-0)

PUBLIC HEARING:  Regarding the final LAFCo Budget for 2015-2016

John stated that the proposed 2015-2016 budget was adopted at the April Lafco meeting.  He advised members that $5,257 has been budgeted for the conference in September. A short discussion was held regarding the conference; can send up to 5 members.

Commissioner T. Reische moved to approve Resolution 2015-0006, A Resolution approving the 2015-2016 Final Budget for Colusa Lafco, second by Commissioner D. Carter, motion carried by roll call vote. (5-0-0)

Glenn Colusa Irrigation District (GCID) Reorganization and Sphere of 
Influence amendment including a Sphere of Influence amendment and 
annexation of 550.43 acres to the GCID and a Sphere of Influence 
Amendment and Annexation of 81.45 acres to the Reclamation District 2047 
(RD-2047) and the Cortina Creek Flood Control and Water Conservation 
District.

John introduced Eric Miller and Zach Dickens from Glenn Colusa Irrigation 
District (GCID).  They provided a brief history for the commission.  Action was 
taken two years ago to proceed with detachment of an approximately 208 acre 
parcel south of Willows along the I-5 corridor.  The detachment must take place 
before any development can happen.  The brakes were put on the detachment until 
funds could be secured for the development.  They are almost there, and will then 
create a new resolution.  There are two parcels (islands) within the district that 
have been served by GCID for the past three years.  They prefer not to have 
islands especially when they are surrounded by productive agricultural lands, also 
served by GCID.  They are not asking the Bureau of Reclamation for more water.

The Vanderbeck parcel is located in Colusa County, the other two parcels in 
Glenn County.  Commissioner G. Evans asked if Vanderbeck requested to get 
into the 2047 or Cortina Creek.  John responded, no, into GCID.  John provided a 
brief history and pointed out the parcels on a map.

John stated that the owners of the Vanderbeck parcel were notified that a public 
hearing would be held.  There were no letters of protest received.  S. Browne 
explained the protest procedure.  John stated that the annexation is contingent 
upon the Bureau of Reclamation amending the map for GCID, not 2047 and not 
Cortina Creek.


Chair, G. Evans asked for any public comment.  There was none.  


Commissioner T. Reische moved to approve Resolutions 2015-0007, adopting 
an amended Sphere for the RD 2047 consisting of 81.45 acres more or less, 
Resolution 2015-0008, adopting an amended Sphere for the Cortina Creek 
Flood 
Control and Water Conservation District (FCWCD) consisting of 
81.45 acres more or less, Resolution 2015-0009, adopting a Sphere of 
Influence amendment for the Glenn Colusa Irrigation District consisting of 
550.43 acres more or less consisting of 3 areas located in Glenn and Colusa 
Counties, and Resolution 2015-0010 approving an annexation to the Glenn 
Colusa Irrigation District consisting of 550.43 acres more or less consisting of 
3 areas located in Glenn and Colusa Counties and Annexation of 81.45 acres 
more or less to the Reclamation District 2047 and Cortina Creek FC&WCD 
in Colusa County, second by Commissioner B. Ash, motion carried by roll 
call vote.  (5-0-0)
